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 [1st speaker:] All right, so, welcome to Revolution. We are a community of grace and provocation. And a couple of announcements: we are continuing relief efforts in light of the storm. We're kind of serving as a, I guess a clearinghouse for different relief efforts. I'm really paying attention to what's going on and trying to steer people in the right direction. The needs change day to day, so if you're in the online community, continue following the Facebook page, and we'll tell you how you can best help the relief efforts. I've been down to Rockaway a couple times this last week, and it's really bad. It's like a disaster movie. I mean, it really doesn’t – like, the pictures you see are really, really accurate. There's pieces of the boardwalk on people's front steps. There's, most of the streets are sand. It looks like the end of the world there. It's really crazy. So anything you can do to help. And know that efforts change day by day. Like, what is most productive changes every day. So we're trying to keep on top of that. If' you’re interested in being on a list, we do have a cell phone, text message list that, as we get stuff that's right off the bat, so if you want to sign up for that, I'm gonna pass this around. Don't sign up if you already have. But if you signed up on your – if you, yeah, the program voids it. It's like a polling thing. So I'm gonna pass this around. So put your cell phone and email address in there if you’re interested. And, uh, what are the other – I guess that's it for right now. We do have an, even though he's filling out the form right now, Carl? Oh, you've made Pete make the announcement now? [Other voices in background.] Yeah, but you can tell the people that are here. And the Evangelical Project, but – use the microphone!

[2nd speaker:] OK, unaccustomed as I am to, uh, I’ve got some notes with me. [Laughter.] It's gonna take a while. No, it's just, uh, once-a-month, uh, we're running a group Icon NYC that takes `place in a nightclub called Dairy [ph] and we're running for a year, and we've got one tonight on the theme of unbelief. Starts at 7 o'clock. Don't ask me where Dairy is because I don't know, but you're iPhones will tell you. It's amazing. And then, we're gonna be meeting on the 9th of December is the next one, so, hope to see some of you there! [Voice from audience.] Oh yes, the Evangelism Project, where we go out to evangelized by other people and, we're visiting Mormons on November 18th, and it's kind of like, you know, we say "what do we look like to you," and then you see weird things about yourself, blah-dee-blah.

[3rd speaker:] No, I'm gonna talk about my one true religion. That I don't need to be testified to. Alright, alright, alright. Um, I am gonna turn that one down, it’s just getting my eyeball a little bit. [Discussion in background.] Can you still see? OK, sorry, that was just right in my eyeball. Performers, y'know, we love to have everything right. Sybilus, Sybilus [ph]. The monitors. Just telling the sound guy back…. I always like when my folks, like my mom would sing, and now I notice it, every time I see a concert, though, when they're like having the monitor, y'know they kinda do like the.... Y'know, it's like, are they pointing up to Jesus or are they wanting the monitor up, y'know? It's always about the monitor. Never pointing to Jesus. “Hallelujah.” 

There's also, this reminded me of another story, that there were the PTL singers, and y'know they had singers on the show, and sometimes, like, they would, y'know, they used backtracks back then, and people didn't have hissy fits. And, so sometimes if, like, the singers didn't practice the song and my mom, they would just go like "a-la-da-puh-kuh-la-ka-gee-ka-la-ka-ma-ka," but they forgot to turn, one time, they turned up the things and so they heard people going "oh-a-ka-lee-ka-boh-puh," and everybody thought they were singing in tongues. They were like "Hallelujah!" [Laughter.] Is there a word – have you ever heard of that? People just making noises with their mouth? "Ba-buh-shee-pa-loo-pa-la-pa." Is there a word for that? Vocalese. So, there's my stories. I'm stickin' to it. 

Um, I'm gonna take my jacket off 'cause it's squeaking quite a bit. I went and saw Henry Rollins interview Damien, um – what's Damien's last name? Damien from West Memphis Three? I can't remember his – what is it? Echols. Damien Echols, yeah. And, uh, it was really quiet because this is some serious talking going on, and my jacket, for some reason, was more squeakier than usual. It's probably 'cause it was snowing outside and it was kind of wet, so every time I'd move it would be like [imitating squeaking sound]. Y'know I was like [groan]. And I kind of had to pee, but I didn't wanna go, like [multiple squeaking sounds] to the bathroom, so I just sat there and suffered through the whole thing. I was like [deep groan]. "Leather, damn you!" Luckily I didn't have my pants, my leather pants on. [Laughs.] Just my jacket and the underwear. That's it. [Laughs.] No, I don't have leather underwear. I'm just kidding. Or do I? It's Jay Bakker comedy hour! So today is a very serious, serious, serious talk.

Because, you know, the past few weeks have been a little crazy. We've had a hurricane. We've had a presidential election. Um, there was something else. Icon NYC, devastating New York City. Um, and the new James Bond came out, I guess. Um, there's another thing, and I can't remember what it was but – it snowed! Oh yeah, we got, what is called, the northeastern? Noreastern? It’s the noreastern. Nor’easter? OK, I'd never heard that before in my life, until this time. It's like "Oh, the nor’easter’s coming down!" Like, are you naming everything now? [Laughter.] It's not like "Oh, it's gonna snow. It's really bad." Nor’easter! That nor’easter! Like years ago when they called, um, years ago there was another, what was it that kept coming through? El Nino. El Nino! So we have El Nino and the Noreaster! Noreastuh. Um, we've had a loot of bad stuff happen. It's been insult to injury for a lot of folks. So that's what I'm gonna talk about. 

And I think one thing we've seen is that people are compassionate. And I think the Sandy relief has been proof of that. An example was is there was these two guys from Chicago who own a restaurant and have this grill that they take around, and they called some folks and said, we wanna come up and feed people. And they said, no, don't come. And the Chicagoans are like, forget about it, we're going. Y'know? And they said, we're gonna go up and do it, and they did it. And they served over 2,000 meals the first day of hot dogs and hamburgers. And then they stayed over the next day. I mean, these guys were just total, like, stereotypical Chicagioan, like big, heavy dudes that were just cooking all day long. And the guy was like, I'm going a little stir crazy 'cause I've not stopped cooking for like eight hours. But y'know, while he was being interviewed, he was still cooking. And, um, I saw one guy come up and he just grabbed a hamburger, and just looked like somebody who just lost everything, and just walking off eating this hamburger. And I just, y'know, I thought, how cool is that? They just saw something on the news and they're like, let's just strap the old grill to the bumper and get the hell outta here and go help some people. Y'know? I thought that was awesome. And so I – there's many, many stories like that of compassionate people. And it's interesting because New York has always had this weird reputation of like, oh, everybody's so mean there. But then people come and visit and they're like, they're much nicer. "They're so nice!" And they are nice, and everybody's shown up to help each other, and work with each other. Matter of fact, my girlfriend is there today, and she said though, the problem is is that there's so many people there, the first few hours they just didn't do anything. They just went from spot to spot finding out where they need people. So I guess too many people can be a blessing sometimes, too. I know Revolution deals with that a lot. [Laughs.]

But for me, personally, I felt an enormous amount of guilt and shame. Because I didn't necessarily feel compelled. Now, this is harder for me to talk about than to be like "I don't know if I believe in God or not," y'know? That old Pete Rollins shtick. Humor with seriousness. It's like fried ice cream. Hot and cold together. Love it. Y'know, I felt a lot of guilt. I felt, uh, because I run in liberal Christian circles, you see these folks, and they are just kickin' ass, y'know? And those are the folks who are worried about if you have too much grace, you're not gonna do anything to help other people? That side? And they're just helping people and they're doing awesome jobs, and people who aren't parts of churches are doing awesome jobs, y'know? I don't even know how those guys have like 12,000 hot dogs with 'em, but y'know, it's like a miracle. [Laughs.] The never-ending – the story of the hot dogs and hamburgers. Um, man, they are having a good time out there. So y'know, it's one of those things where I was thinking about theology. When you study so much theology, sometimes it becomes a theory. And you're so often telling people about loving your neighbor as yourself and showing grace and restoration and everything that in a way it becomes theory. And my neighbors are actually suffering, and I feel overwhelmed and guilty and shamed because I don't know what to do, and I don't really have the desire to go down there and get, y'know, crazy. Um, "get crazy." Y'know, to help. And that really bothered me. Actually, this was all my – that's what I talked to my psychiatrist about Monday. [Laughs.] And I think about, on the other hand, y’know, can you love others from a distance? Can you restore from a distance? Can you make things happen from a distance? And I don't know. That was just something I was wondering: is there some people that are just not better suited to be in the middle of things? But at the same time, is that just hypocrisy, because you just sit around and say, I want to see people change, I want to see people help each other, but I don't wanna participate, necessarily, in that. Y'know? It's like, let me just direct or inspire you with my words, y'know, and it seems kind of like bullshit, so I call that on myself.

And, at the same token, I want all my LGBTQ friends to have equality, and I fight and I go, and I'm willing to go to jail for that kind of stuff. Y'know? But it's like you pick and choose. I mean, suffering is suffering! Y'know? I mean, we're down to the basics. The storm victims, they're gay and straight and believers and non-believers and black and white and Hispanic and Asian and, y’know, everything! It's just people suffering. Y’know? I mean, it's just, it's strange to me, and it's not a proud moment. And on the other hand, too, I was thinking about, right before the election I started getting a little nervous about equality and about my LGBTQ brothers and sisters. And I started having arguments online with people. Imagine that. [Laughter.] But I usually try to avoid political arguments on there, y'know, I like to argue about other stuff, but this one was just like, I can't, y'know – a couple of my buddies, a friend of mine, Echo [ph], had posted this letter from a guy who's like, if you vote for a Republican, blah blah blah, you're saying you don't want me to have this, and I was really touched by it, and I put it out there, and for some reason, some people weren't as touched by it as I was, believe it or not. And I was so surprised by those who would ignore the LGBTQ people's civil rights with how they voted. And all of a sudden I heard "we're not one-issue voters" coming from people who are usually one-issue voters or two-issue voters. And I'm going like, oh, well, does that make me a one-issue voter? Um, technically, it doesn't because there's other things I agree with. And that's just me, I don't speak for Revolution or our non-profit status. [Laughter.]

And I was, y'know, when someone I knew sent me a text saying, well, my number one priority is my children, and that's why I'm gonna vote this way and blah blah blah. And you know what I said? I said, well, you can explain that to them, why you voted against equality, when they grow up. Y’know, I was getting, like, just, done. Another guy said something else, I remember, I've always wanted to say this to somebody, never did, and now I have. And I just said, "Whatever helps you sleep at night, buddy." And, uh, "Oh, how dare you! [growl]," y'know? And I was just like, well, I'm just, I hear it so much I get tired of it. 

Um, so it was very easy for me to do that, but this storm really caused me to have a lot of self-reflection. So I'm very passionate about that but in other ways, I'm ignoring more my literal neighbors, OK? Not my – everyone's your neighbor here, your enemy's your neighbor – but my literal neighbors. And, um, the suffering of my neighbors. And I see them on television, but it's like when you see, like, “help these kids” or "help the puppies," and the animal commercials, y'know, with like [high-pitched chanting sound] "This dog…," y'know what I mean? Or that other guy, who's got the big beard and he's like, "The Christian Children's foundation...." Y'know, and sometimes you turn it? Not everybody admits they turn it, but, “oh, what is else on,” 'cause you just feel like, helpless and what am I gonna do and how can I change this? And let me be honest with you. Sending a check might help. It probably does. But there's probably not a whole lot you can do on your own to change it. But the fact is there's a lot of – see, there's an instinct inside of us that says, "I can't handle seeing this, so I'm gonna turn it," but it's also an instinct of knowing, like, suffering bothers you, that you're not comfortable with suffering. But how do you react to that suffering? Do you run and hide from it? Or do you go and change it?

Why do I share this? I need my iPhone, 'cause I took notes. This beautiful device... that's made by people in weird situations. Um, once again. And it's an Avett [Ay-vett] Brothers or Avett [Ah-vett] Brothers – how do you say their name, Ah-vett or Ay-vett? Ah-vett? Y'know, I didn't, I heard they were, Relevant Magazine, which I have a free subscription to, tells me that they are believers. [Singing] "And rock and roll..." Yeah, now Pete can listen to them. [Laughter.] You put 'em on your list, buddy. "For fans of...." Remember those, like, give you Christian bands to listen to if you're a fan of another band? “If you like this, listen to that.” HM Magazine? Um, back in the day. OK, where are you, notes? There you are, there you are. Alright. Yeah. Computer. OK, here goes.

"I once heard" – this is from a song called "The Weight of Lies" – “I once heard the worse thing a man could do is draw a hungry crowd / Tell everyone his name and pride and confidence but leaving out his doubt / I’m not sure I bought those words, when I was young I knew most everything / These words have never meant as much to anyone as they now mean to me." And this is a song about being honest about your doubts. They're saying you don't go draw a hungry crowd and just make everything seem OK because really that doesn't work, it doesn't pan out. A lot of us have left churches because we were told if we ask this way and do this and that, you're gonna have eternal happiness and all this crazy stuff, and you're gonna go to heaven and everybody’s gonna work out great, and life continued to go on, and it didn't. And so, for me to sit up here and pretend as though I have every base covered would be a lie. So that's why I share this, y'know. For me to try to be something I'm not, I can't do that and do my job. And I won't do it. And y'know, it's embarrassing and it hurts like hell, and I wanna run and hide under a rock, to be honest with you. It's like, "Ugh, I can't believe I'm sharing with these people my lack of compassion." 'Cause usually I'm so compassionate. I mean, usually, 99.9% of the time I care too much. [Laughs.] 

And when you take the job of pastor or leader, pastor-slash-leader, whatever, y'know, there's this – I just realize in that position, the thing I am compelled to do is continuously to try to be transparent and honest, and not comfortable. And this is the importance of a community, OK? This is where community comes in because we help one another see things that we might not see in ourselves. And we can have conversations and maybe we can be inspired by other people. Now…. And here I was, and we all pick and choose, we really do, we all pick and choose what we like, we pick and choose our scriptures, we pick and choose our causes, and you have to. It’s just, it's humanity. We're human beings, y'know, we have to. We can't make – "I want all the choices. I'll help everybody in the world." Unless you're Bono, which I believe is the Antichrist [Laughs], you can't do it all at one time.

And I think about how I got in an argument with this guy and probably one of the most, I mean, that felt like, “oh, this guy’s completely wacky and crazy,” and maybe some of you saw it, but he started talking to me about the drones, Y'know, these airplanes that fly in and sometimes they have missiles on 'em and sometimes they have cameras on 'em and sometimes they crash and they kill innocent people. And it made me think about this Tom Morello interview – I'm hip with the kids and Rage Against the Machine [Laughs] – 1989. Um, they were doing an interview, and he's the same age as the President and all this stuff, and they have a lot in common, and the guy who's doing the interview was like, “So, is your mom disappointed that you're not President,” y'know? And he was like, well, I didn't kill anybody today with drones or, y'know, A, B, C, D, so I think she's pretty happy with me. I was like, ooh, that's pretty heavy. And so in order to – then people are like, well you need to vote for this guy in the Green Party or whatever it was, and he doesn't support war. And in my mind, I'm going well, yeah, first of all, I don't believe anybody in that role is gonna be like, "We're getting rid of all of our weapons!" 'Cause the next week it'll be like, "And... we're all in some sort of weird prison." [Laughs.] Which we probably have coming anyway, you know what I mean? "Come, take us over!" 

Um, but the idea was that I made a choice. And this guy went far and sent pictures of dead kids next to drones, y'know? And in some ways I can appreciate that, and in other ways I think it's a shock tactic and it's like, y'know, Christians do that with aborted fetuses and things like that, and it's one of those things, it's a shock factor to get you "Uagh!" Y'know? But it is the reality, too, y'know? And I saw what it was, and, I believe you. I don't need to see a picture of a dead child to believe you. But it brought this conflict in my heart of what do I do? And I realized I have to work within the system that is here, y'know? And that's a tough thing to do. But I think about MLK and when he met with the Presidents – JFK but then, who was after JFK? Who was his – LBJ. They had to work together on the CIvil Rights Act, and it had to be passed through the government. And so there's compromise everywhere. But it's hard when you really want to be an idealist and you want to see everybody happy and you want to do certain things and not certain things. So the idea is we pick and choose. Sometimes we ignore great atrocities so we can focus on other things or helping other folks. And sometimes I think maybe – is it the Quakers that don't vote? There's some group of folks who just don't even vote. But I don't feel like I can do that, honestly, I feel like I have to be a part of voting, but sometimes I don't and sometimes I'm like, hmm, maybe it's the best bet. 

There's no easy answers. I mean, how do you be a follower of Christ, or how do you be just a loving human being, a person with compassion and stuff, and – everything we do affects someone. And the weird thing about, I think, now with the internet and this generation is that we have come to realize that everything we do hurts someone else. Like, the iPhone, when all that stuff was happening? I had so many people defending, y'know, and I'm like, of course, y’know? I was surprised conservative Christians weren't throwing them out and burning them, y'know? There's like, "We draw the line there." [Laughs.] "It's OK if the people who make our awesome products" – and I was doing it. We all had this, like, out of equal, like, well, y'know, I really need this thing, y'know? And it's so attached to me. I wasn't like, “I'm never gonna buy another Apple product as long as I live,” y'know? "I'm going to China and I'm gonna set 'em straight!" No. I was just like, "Oh my gosh, the Iphone 5's out! I gotta have it!" And, y'know, there's arguments of, well, things are better now, and the people have been sent – and we just tell ourselves lots of different things, and some are true and some aren't. We all fall short.

I'm gonna open up the Good Word. [Laughs.] And it's Romans 3:23. If you'll all turn to, in your bibles, in your hymnals. [Laughs.] Look at that, there's one brother with me. [Laughter.] We stand alone on the Word of God! Raise your sword! Sword drill. Remember those? [Laughs.] This is my Bible! That's a different thing, I think. Um... what did I say? Romans 3... 23. Thank you. "Since all have sinned and all fall short of the glory of God, they are now justified by his grace as a gift through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a sacrifice of atonement." Um, I was gonna go through this, 'cause then it goes on to say –  I was actually gonna do a whole sermon on justice today and decided not to, but it goes on to say, like, y'know, “do not punish those who sinned in former times,” which I've always thought was interesting because then if we're all gonna get punished then we got the raw end of the deal. But that's another sermon.

And so, we all sin, we all fall short of the glory of God, but God in his gracious kindness declares us not guilty. Now, what does this do is it does simply what I may have learned in my 12-step program is you realize that you're powerless over alcohol, or whatever it is. And you have to kind of surrender your will over to something greater than yourself. And so what I have to do is, I am powerless over... you could call it sin, you could call it selfishness, you could call it just complacency, but I have to accept that, and I have to turn it over. Sometimes, y’know, I think now I understand a lot of the folks who say, well, I can't turn it over to God but I'll turn it over to the group conscience. The church, y'know, or the meeting. And that's kind of what, in some ways, I feel like I have to do. And so I do this to everyone at Revolution, to the folks who listen online who are Revolution just as well as anybody here, but I'm gonna throw this into the group conscience. I'm giving it to you and saying, listen, I feel a little powerless and I feel a little guilty, and I'm sure there's a lot of issues in my life that have caused all this conflict. But I wanna throw it out there. 

We're all broken. And you say, we're all broken and it's OK. I say we're all broken and it's not OK. Hmm. "Get him!" [Laughter.] But it's a fact. So face it and accept it. I mean, it is. I guess it ends up being OK! [Laughter.] But I don't think, I don't necessarily think, like, oh, it's OK for me to be lethargic about a certain group. Well, honestly, I don't think it's OK but I know that it is what it is. And I can only change by putting light on it. So what do I think? I have to search my heart. And this is why we need each other to grow. This is why in the same issues, one day at a time. And AA has come back into my life so much the past few – I mean, we were talking about it the other day – I mean, it's just come back because these little things that we talked about, and this "one day at a time" is like, y'know, all I've got is today. And I think what I've realized is I get overwhelmed when I think of things in the future. I mean, I start thinking, I've got to drive over there, I've gotta get on like a boat or get on a train, I'm gonna sit on the train, I'm gonna sit there, then I'm gonna get there, then I'm gonna pick something up and then I'm gonna listen to someone and I'm gonna go to a place – and I overthink it. So by the time I've thought about it, I'm like, oh, I'm exhausted! Wow, that was a lot of hard work! And I find I do the same thing even with my girlfriend. It's like, oh, we're gonna go out tonight, we're gonna go out to dinner, and then we're gonna go hang out with these folks, and do this, and like, I've already done it all in my head after I've heard it, I'm like, oh God, I can't do it. I'll just come for half the dinner, you know what I mean? People know I'm a homebody. I get ahead of myself and overthink things. I get tired of thinking about being tired. I feel guilty even because I don't feel guilty. 

But one day at a time, and we have each other. And this is why I wanna – I touched a little bit on this last week just for a second after last week's sermon – and this is the epilogue. [Laughs.] Already, brother! Done! [Laughter.] I would like to leave you all with this, like, complete uncomfortableness of like, y'know, you're never gonna come back ’cause I have no compassion. Unless you're gay or lesbian or bisexual or transgender. Then you're in! That's all. No, but the epilogue is this: I did find a way that I could help. And Vince has been posting all this stuff, and I was just like, oh God, I don't wanna do that. I don't wanna do that. Y'know? [Laughs.] Like, oh man, I need to do it, I'm gonna do it. And then me and Karen decided that we were gonna do it yesterday, and then she just decided she was gonna go on Sunday without me, knowing that I'd probably be like [groan], y'know? [Laughs.] And so she did. And it's even funny, my girlfriend's pretty awesome, she went and volunteered last week for Pastor Ann [ph] and Pastor Ann said to her, she's like, "This would really drive Jay" – Pastor Ann knows me to the T. It is bizarre how much she knows me. 'Cause she told – I mean, Pastor Ann's awesome, but she's a very good judge of character. She's like, "Jay would be just insane right now, we'd have to put him downstairs with like a pile of vegetables by himself." [Lauhgter.] Y'know, he would just be like, ugh, people everywhere. I was like, wow. How does – Pastor Ann, you’ve seen inside my soul. I'm an introvert, probably to a fault. But that's why I have an extrovert, probably to a fault, as a co-pastor. To a fault, buddy. Have you ever seen his shows, man? He runs out, he's gotta get out into the people. It's not enough that the people are like, yeah we love you! It's like, "I gotta get down! I gotta get my clothes off, 'cause I gotta get close to the people!" You know what I mean? I'm like, "Ugh, I'm exhausted. There goes the church, and I'm exhausted." 
But Vince put out something about Union Pool doing a drive for stuff. And you know what, I got excited. I got excited 'cause I could go get stuff. That's it. It wasn't – I'm not a saint, I'm not down there marching, I'm not doing anything. That's for Pete, who mocks me because he's like, "Oh, you're not gonna tell anybody about your work, are you?" Don't let the right hand know what the left one does, y'know? He's very legalistic when it comes to the word of God. But I'm gonna share the whole thing. I mean, friends like Pete, why do you need enemies? Or enemies like Pete, why do you need friends? I don't know how it works. Lot of doubt involved. Um, no, but seriously. So it was like, go down, y’know, take the stuff in. I'm almost bummed that there weren't more people 'cause I wanted to be like, "Oh, man, I've got all this – whoo!” I mean, I went all the way from Crest to here, which is like a quarter of a block? Whoo! But I went and got my hair cut, and you know what? I enjoyed it so much, and I don't know why I enjoyed it, but I felt like, OK, well, people, they need stuff to do something. People down there need the gloves, they need the bags, they need the stuff to do it, and so, I was like, I'm gonna go back. But this time I wasn't gonna spend my own money, so I put a little bit of money on our Revolution card and bought more stuff and took it down there. 
And I still don't feel proud of myself as far as all the things I've been going through and thinking, but I know I'm a work in progress, and I know that that gave me the ability to feel a little bit like I was more involved. And I think we have to beware of this, as I've often heard this said, oh, don't think you can just write a check and get away with it. No, you can write a check and get away with it, you know what I mean? People need money to do things. People need organizers. People need bags to put garbage in. I mean, it's just, that's how it works. But for some reason, I'm not finding comfort in that, and I think it says something about society, and I think it says something about myself, and I think it says something about all of us, as a community, that we've gotta work on it. And I say, when we're part of the community, I mean this whole community here, in all of Brooklyn and all of New York, but at the same time, maybe we should spend some time together, you guys. Maybe we should do a potluck or just meet each other for coffee and just talk about this stuff. That's something we don't do because there's a lot of other introverts. So we're all just like, oh, we can Revolution, and then we run. And that's OK, too. I want you to feel comfortable. But at the same time, I also want you to feel like this is a place where we can be honest with each other about this kind of stuff, and share our weaknesses as well as our strengths and hopes, so....

And I’m like, “Aw, man.” I put that on and I’m like, I’m hoping no one can hear it through my headphones, and I’m on like the train, and I’m like, y’know…. “What are you listening to?” I’m like, “Oh, you know, some really underground hip-hop.” So now I feel better. Forgive me, Revolution, for I have sinned. All right, guys, I’m gonna pray. Unless Pete wants to pray for us, because I know you’re an interceder. Would you like to come up and pray. No?
